OUR MUSEUM IS OPEN!
Yes, really.  Finally!  After months of waiting the Museum has enjoyed a soft opening in early June when 
our county reached the Yellow Tier.   Many of the volunteers are back, enthused and looking forward 
to visitors!  They’ve all had Covid training and orientation to Susan’s management system.  They even 
have masks with the Museum logo to wear when visitors are in the building.  We are asking those who 
wish to do research to make an appointment as the reference room is small and has limited capacity.

We have monthly Museum Management Meetings with a committee from the Board, our Manager, 
Susan Voss and Adam Henig, Recreation Manager for the City.  We’re discussing a potential Grand  
Re-Opening sometime this summer, featuring the beautiful 150th Year display that was ready just as 
Covid shut the Museum down.
