May 7th
UNVEILING OF OUR NEW INTERPRETIVE SIGNS
We’re so proud of our beautiful new signs explaining the significance of our 
millstones and soap kettle circa 1840.  They are both authentically from John 
Gilroy’s era and the San Ysidro Rancho.  Installation took  longer than expected, 
but the City crew did a beautiful job and we had  a low key unveiling at the 
beginning of the May 7th Walking Tour.  We got to show them off again at Night 
at the Museum on May 12th, when our member, artist Carol Peters was present.

May 12th – 5:30 to 7 PM
NIGHT AT THE MUSEUM CHAMBER MIXER
We all worked really hard on this event aimed at broadening our reach.  Susan Voss 
and Cathy Mirelez created several new displays using Chamber of Commerce 
artifacts.

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May 18th  – MARATHON DAY OF FILMING 
Joanie Lewis hosted a marathon day of filming seven subjects for next year’s oral history film.

May 21st  – PRESERVATION MONTH CELEBRATION  
AT HISTORY SAN JOSE 
This new event was sponsored by the County Historic Heritage Commission and a coalition of 
five history groups calling themselves the Preservation Alliance.  Joanie Lewis received a well-
deserved award and beautiful plaque in recognition of all her work on our oral history films for 
the last five years.  The Miller Red Barn Association was also honored for their restoration of 
the barn on the Ranch Site of Christmas Hill Park.  Built by Henry Miller in 1891, the barn is on 
the National Register now, thanks to the application made by Carol DeSantis.  The MRBA has 
received several grants from the County to enable the restoration.  We shared a display table 
and board with them. Mark Turner from the Gilroy Chamber of Commerce was MC for the event 
attended by over 200 history buffs.

May 21st – FOOD TRUCK FLY IN AT THE SAN MARTIN AIRPORT 
Yes, we had two events the same day!  Karen Pedigo, Maureen Hunter and Dave Matuszak did research, created an exhibit 
about aviation pioneer Robert Fowler from Gilroy and manned a table at the mid-day event.  It was attended by hundreds of 
families and kids.  We hope they’ll be interested to come in to see the large Fowler exhibit at our Museum.

May 24th  – CASEY FAMILY VISIT TO MUSEUM 
The Gilroy Brewery was owned by Michael Casey for many years around 1900.  It was located just south of today’s Milias 
Restaurant, uniquely bounded by a driveway in from Monterey St. and the alley coming south from Sixth St. This allowed deliveries 
of brewery supplies and departure of kegs. Sanborn maps show the location of the brewery and saloon.  Michael Casey’s home 
was conveniently located just behind his brewery, facing Eigleberry Street.  

Descendant Richard Casey of Los Altos came to the Museum a few months ago asking 
for information about his great grandfather, Michael Casey.  Susan Voss compiled a list 
of 15 or more references and photos in the Museum Collection.  She brought out all 
the relevant hardcopies of The Advocate and The Dispatch.  Turns out not only did he 
operate the brewery for many years but he was also Mayor in the 1890s.  Richard was 
so pleased and excited that he gave a very generous donation.  He then invited three 
brothers and his sister to visit the Museum and take a walking tour of the locations 
of the Gilroy Brewery and Casey home, which burned down several years ago.  They 
all had fond memories of visiting a family property on Leavesley Rd. and an elderly 
aunt who lived in the house on Eigleberry Street.
